Learnt with great shock that the National Museum of Brazil has suffered a massive
fire, on behalf of the National Museum of China and myself, I would like to convey
our deepest grief and regret for the misfortune of your museum, and to extend our
sympathy to the museum colleagues of yours.

The National Museum of Brazil is the oldest museum in Brazil, and the largest natural
history museum in Latin America, with more than 20 million objects, including
prominent collections in the field of natural history, mineralogy, paleontology,
archaeology, ethnography and document. As museum peer, we are grateful that the
disaster did not result in human injury, meanwhile, we feel deeply saddened by the
damage of those invaluable treasures. This is a great loss not only to the Brazilians,
but also to the world heritage. We are confident that your museum will be able to
cross over the difficulties, and your colleagues will be able to put professional spirit
into the post-disaster reconstruction and rehabilitation work. The National Museum of
China is a museum of the highest level safeguarding cultural relics in China, and we
are the first museum in China who joins the “International Refuge Network for
Endangered Cultural Property”. We would like to provide assistance as much as we
can in the fields of rescue, preservation and restoration of cultural relics.

As the initiator of the “BRICS Alliance of Museums”, to strengthen the museum
exchange and cooperation, we will hold the First BRICS Alliance of Museums
Conference at the National Museum of China, Beijing, from October 24-27th, 2018.
We would like to take this opportunity to invite you to join us this October, and we
could exchange views on the issues such as cultural relics protection and disaster
prevention etc. by the time.
